Police Dept. for investigation.

to report to local law enforcement.

to meet and discuss resources and options.

YOU CHOOSE NOT
to meet with Title IX coordinator.

A local law enforcement investigator will 
request to interview you and/or take your 
statement about the alleged criminal act.

Contingent on decisions by local law 
enforcement, a formal criminal 
investigation** may proceed. 

Title IX coordinator refers 
you to website for 

resources and information.

to file a Title IX complaint and start a 

formal campus investigation.**

to file a Title IX complaint.**

Title IX coordinator informs you of 
informal resolution options.

The formal Title IX investigation**

Sexual Misconduct Policy.
