2 - Attach an “end of secondary studies certificate” or a do-
cument proving your registration in your home university.

3 - Pay a 350€ deposit and the application fees per registered
session. The deposit will be deducted from the tuition
fees*.

4 - Pay a 350€ deposit if you book accommodation through
CIDEF. The deposit will be deducted from the accommo-
dation fees.

5- Attach a photocopy of your passport. When we receive
your documents, an official certificate or pre-registration
will be sent.

Upon receipt of these documents, an official certificate of
pre-registration will be sent.

© CONDITIONS
